Stanovisko Slovenskej ekonomickej spolocnosti k metodike a vysledkom
Periodického hodnotenia vyskumnej, vyvojovej, umeleckej a dalSej tvorivej
cinnosti

2.2.2023

Slovenska ekonomicka spolocnost pozitivne hodnoti posun periodického hodnotenia vyskumnej
¢innosti od bibliometrie a scientometrie ku komplexnému zhodnoteniu kvality vystupov a institucii
na zaklade recenzného hodnotenia, inSpirovaného britskym Reseach Excellence Framework.
Vysledky hodnotenia su v zdsade v sulade s reputaciou jednotlivych ekonomickych pracovisk aj
kvalitnymi scientometrickymi Gdajmi — s niekolkymi vynimkami. V sulade s nasim ciefom prispievat
k rozvoju ekonomickej vedy na Slovensku, podporovat ekonomicky vyskum a skvalitfnovat
ekonomické vzdelavanie, si dovolujeme vyjadrit sa k vysledkom a metodike hodnotenia vo forme
nasledovnych pripomienok. Mame za to, Zze mozu prispiet k zlepSeniu procesu hodnotenia pre
oblast ekonomickych vied.

1) Velkost a zloZzenie komisie pre jednotlivé oblasti vyskumu by mali lepsie zodpovedat poctu
predloZenych Ziadosti o hodnotenie a poctu vystupov, ako aj tematické mu zameraniu vystupov. Vo
vednom odbore ekondmia bolo hodnotenych 525 ¢lankov deviatimi hodnotitelmi, t.j. 116 ¢lankov
na hodnotitela — ak by kazdy bol hodnoteny prave dvoma hodnotitelmi, resp. 175 ¢lankov v pripade
troch hodnotitefov kazdého vystupu. Po ukonéeni hodnotenia by sa mali diskutovat vsetky vystupy
celym panelom, aby sa zjednotila kategorizacia publikovanych prac.

2) Proces hodnotenia bol realizovany pocas styroch mesiacov. Samotné hodnotenie expertmi
a komisiami vsak prebiehalo iba priblizne mesiac. Aj vzhladom na rézne pocty ¢lankov a velkost
hodnotiacich komisii by bolo vhodné tento ¢as predlzit.

3) Ex ante a ex post korekcia predloZenych vystupov. V sicasnom hodnoteni pre ekonomické vedy,
je relativne vysoké zastlpenie publikacii v ¢asopisoch nejasnej vedeckej integrity, v ktorych je
recenzny proces Casto kritizovany ako nedostatoCny alebo dokonca absentujlci. Takisto boli
predloZené vystupy, ktoré vobec nepatria do vednej oblasti ,Ekondmia a manazment*, a tiez nemali
dostatocny interdisciplinarny vztah k hodnotenym disciplinam. Navrhujeme preto korigovat zoznam
publikacii aj po samotnom hodnoteni odbornou komisiou — vyltcit publikacie zjavne irelevantného
zamerania a tiez vylucit publikacie vo vydavatelstvach s pochybnymi praktikami. Do buducna
navrhujeme vyuzit pozitivny zoznam vedeckych ¢asopisov pre konkrétnu vednu oblast.

4) Zverejnené udaje o vysledkoch neumozfiuju nezavisli kontrolu hodnotenia. Pokladame za
nevyhnutné zverejnit podrobné vysledky a detaily metodiky hodnotenia. Vysokym $Skoldm
i samotnym vyskumnikom by pomohlo, ak by vedeli presné zaradenie vystupov do jednotlivych
kategorii v ramci nastavenia motivacii. Rovnako vhodné by bolo okrem samotnej kategorizacie
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vystupov zverejnit i kratky text k hodnotenému dokumentu, ktory by objasfoval zaradenie vystupu.
Tento krok prispeje k transparentnosti procesu hodnotenia.

5) Kvalita hodnotenia sa odvija od reputacie hodnotitelov. Kym niektori si na $pi¢kovej svetovej
urovni, ini st skor na standardnej medzinarodnej Urovni. To vytvara problémy pri porovnatelnosti
hodnotenia jednotlivych vednych disciplin. Niektori hodnotitelia mali sami publikacie vo
vydavatelstvach s pochybnymi praktikami na hranici predatorstva. Zaroven navrhujeme zvysit
transparentnost procesu vyberu hodnotitelov a docielit, aby ich odborné zameranie zodpovedalo
zameraniu hodnotenych vystupov.

6) Vzhladom na narocCnost celého procesu a dlhé intervaly medzi obdobiami, je doélezité
v medziobdobi opriet financovanie vyskumu na Slovensku aj o kvalitné scientometrické analyzy
(napr. nebrat do uvahy IF, ale AIS). V kombindacii s prijatim pozitivneho zoznamu vedeckych
Casopisov a pri vybere metrik, ktoré nie si jednoducho manipulovatelné, sa tak nastavia najlepsie
motivacie na zvySovanie kvality vyskumu v SR.

7) Navrhujeme, aby nasledujice periodické hodnotenie prebehlo v kratSom casovom intervale.
S pilotnym hodnotenim su spojené viaceré nedostatky vyplyvajuce z celkovej narocnosti procesu.
Kratsi interval dalSieho hodnotenia — napriklad uz po troch rokoch — by znizil vahu tychto chyb na
financovani hodnotenych institucii.

Slovenska ekonomicka spolocnost (SEA) je dobrovolné vedecké a profesné zdruzenie ekonémov, ktoré pracuje
ako obcianske zdruZenie. Cielom spolocnosti je prispievanie k rozvoju a popularizdcii ekonomickej vedy
podporou zakladného a aplikovaného vyskumu. SEA tieZ podporuje skvalitnovanie ekonomického vzdeldvania
na Slovensku s osobitnym dérazom na vychovu mladych talentov. Clenstvo v spoloénosti je otvorené vedeckym
ekonomom, odbornikom z praxe, doktorandom i Studentom a tieZ odbornej verejnosti. Spolocnost ma aj 40
Fellows, t.j. ¢lenov, ktori maju kvalitné vedecké publikdcie v ekonomickej oblasti alebo sa vyrazne zasluZili o
rozvoj ekonomickej vedy na Slovensku.

Slovenska ekonomicka spolocnost bola v janudri 2017 prijatd za plného ¢lena Medzindrodnej ekonomickej
asocidcie (IEA), svetovej federdcie ndrodnych ekonomickych spolocnosti zaloZenej v roku 1950 na rozvoj
ekonomickej vedy a hospoddrskej politiky.

Kazdu krajinu méZe v IEA zastupovat len
jedna ekonomicka asocidcia.

Vznikla v
reakcii na prudké zaostavanie Slovenska vo vSetkych relevantnych ukazovateloch inovacnej
vykonnosti a nizku efektivitu verejnych politik na podporu Spi¢kového vyskumu &i prostredia
priatefského k inovaciam. Po vzore podobnych organov v zahrani¢i je Rada hlavnym
koordinaénym a poradnym organom slovenskej vlady v oblasti vyskumnych a inovacnych
politik.

Medzi hlavné ulohy Rady patri:

Abstract:

This article uses a survey amongst students at European universities to explore whether
Russia's invasion of Ukraine has affected attitudes towards European integration. Some
respondents completed the survey just before Russia's assault on 24 February 2022, and
some did so just afterwards, thus delivering a quasi-experimental design situation, which we
exploit. Our results suggest that the ominous news about the Russian attack increased the
participants' interest in EU politics, consolidated their attachment to the EU and made them
more mindful and appreciative of the benefits of deeper European integration. In effect, the
war so close to the EU Eastern border provoked a rally around the supranational EU flag, with
convergence of public opinion towards shared European values.

2. Stefan Lyécsa, Eduard Baumohl, Tomas Vyrost. (2022). YOLO trading: Riding with
the herd during the GameStop episode. Finance Research Letters, Volume 46, Part
A,102359. https://doi.org/10.1016/}.frl.2021.102359

Abstract:

We explore the 2020 and early 2021 price variation of four stocks: GameStop, AMC
Entertainment Holdings, Blackberry and Nokia. The four stocks were subject to a
decentralized short squeeze that exploited the short positions of institutional investors. This
investor movement was likely initiated by retail investors concentrated mostly around the
subreddit /WallStreetBets (WSB). We demonstrate that part of the next day’s price variation
can be explained by an increase in activity on the WSB subreddit relative to Google searches
(terms related to the event). We discuss implications for future research.

3. Richard Frensch, Jarko Fidrmuc, Michael Rindler. (2023). Topography, borders, and
trade across Europe. Journal of Comparative Economics.
https://doi.org/10.1016/j.jce.2023.02.002.

Abstract:

We create a novel data set on the European river network and for the ruggedness of trade
routes between European countries and integrate these new indicators into recently
developed structural gravity models. Moreover, we propose a new approach how to
differentiate between contemporaneous and historical trade costs. Applying two-stage

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structural gravity estimations, we assess the impact of topography on trade by combining
worldwide, European, and domestic trade data. While border effect estimates remain largely
robust, a main part of the historical and contemporaneous trade costs usually attributed to
non-contiguity can be accounted for by topography. Finally, counterfactual simulations
suggest that positive effects of rivers on trade are less important than negative effects of
mountains.

The sharing economy and
housing markets in selected European cities. Journal of Housing Economics, Volume 60,
101914. https://doi.org/10.1016/j.jhe.2023.101914.

Abstract:

A heated debate has emerged drawing a connection between housing affordability and home-
sharing platforms such as Airbnb. Despite first regulatory efforts by municipalities, the impact
on rents and house prices has been examined insufficiently in scientific literature, especially
with regards to Europe. Therefore, this paper addresses this gap by analyzing data on Airbnb
listings for 25 European cities between 2010 and 2019. Using fixed effects and dynamic panel
regressions, we show that home-sharing has significantly contributed to a rise in rents and
house prices in European cities. While these effects are mainly concentrated in city centers,
we also document effects in other urban districts. Finally, recent home-sharing regulations are
not associated significantly with housing affordability.

5. Zuzana Fungacéova, Koen Schoors, Laura Solanko, Laurent Weill (2023). Staying on top:
Political cycles in private bank lending. Journal of Comparative Economics
https://doi.org/10.1016/j.jce.2023.03.003

Abstract:

The incentives for state-owned banks to boost lending before elections in order to improve the
re-election odds of incumbent politicians are well recognized. We hypothesize that political
influence on lending behavior in electoral autocracies extends to all banks, irrespective of
ownership or political connections. Employing monthly data on individual banks, we consider
the lending behavior of Russian banks in the four presidential elections held between 2004
and 2019. We find that both state-owned and private banks increased their lending before
these presidential elections. Controlling for economic fluctuations, the pre-election lending
surge is followed by a deterioration of loan quality the following year. We show that private
banks are rewarded for boosting their lending before an election with government deposits
after the election. Our findings support the view that the authorities in electoral autocracies
such as Russia have the capacity and means to influence lending of private and state-owned
banks in pursuit of favorable election outcomes.

TEXTUAL ANALYSIS AND MACHINE LEARNING
WITH APPLICATIONS TO ECONOMICS AND

FINANCE

June 19th — June 234, 2023.
Venue: National Bank of Slovakia

Course Content

The objective of this course is to study how we can use the millions of textual contents
published on the Internet and social media every day to improve our understanding of various
economic and financial phenomena. After an introduction to the Python programming
language, we will start by seeing how it is possible to extract online content via the use of
existing APIs or the implementation of web scraping tools. We will create an application to
collect articles from a major media site and we will use an API to extract tweets from a social
network dedicated to finance.

Next, we will see how to analyse a text using Natural Language Processing (NLP) methods and
create a full NLP pipeline (cleaning, stop words, Part-of-Speech tagging, Named Entity
Recognition, Stemming/Lemmatization) relevant to a given research project. We will apply this
to the press conferences made by the European Central Bank to show how it is possible to give
structure to unstructured data. The next session will be dedicated to sentiment analysis and
will present the different methods (dictionary approach and machine learning) with an
application on a database of media articles. The fourth session will be devoted to machine
learning using text as data with an application on StockTwits data (asset pricing). In the last
session, we will introduce methods of textual analysis on unsupervised data (topic modelling
and transformers). We will perform an application of a Latent Dirichlet Allocation on a large
corpus of Glassdoor reviews.

For the different sessions, we will first present both the related theories and methods - in a
language accessible to non-mathematicians - and their latest applications in the economic and
financial literature. We will then study and share with the participants all scripts and codes to
realize different tasks in Python. We will also offer participants the opportunity to present their
research and/or projects, and if possible, we will assist them with their projects - both on the
data collection side and on the data analysis side.

About the instructors

Matthieu Picaultis an Assistant Professor at the University of Orléans (France) in the
Laboratoire d’Economie d’Orléans (LEO). He received his Ph.D. diploma from the University of
Aix-Marseilles (AMSE) in 2017. His research focuses primarily on central bank communications
and their impact on financial and macroeconomic variables. It includes textual analysis of both
official documents and media. He teaches in the Applied Econometrics Master courses of
Introduction to Python and Natural Language Processing with Python. His research has been
published in journals including the Journal of International Money and Finance, Finance
Research Letters, and in the International Journal of Finance & Economics.

Thomas Renaultis an Assistant Professor at the University Paris 1 Panthéon-Sorbonne
(France) and a scientific advisor at the French Council of Economic Analysis. He has received
his Ph.D. diploma in 2017 from Paris 1 Panthéon-Sorbonne. His work focuses on the use of
textual data - mostly from social media - to forecast financial markets and construct novel
indicators to track economic conditions. He is teaching the following classes at the University
Paris 1 Panthéon-Sorbonne: Applied Data Science in Finance, Applied Big Data in Finance,
Introduction to Python, Digital Data, and Network Analysis. His research has been published in
journals including the Journal of Public Economy, the Journal of Banking and Finance, the
Economic Journal, and the Journal of International Money and Finance.

His interests lie
in macroeconomics of fiscal policy, business cycles, monetary economics, inventories and
applied econometrics. A key feature of his recent research is the use of interdisciplinary, data
science techniques to understand communication and deliberation in central banks. His
research has been published in journals including the Quarterly Journal of Economics, Review
of Economic Studies, Journal of Monetary Economics, Review of Economics and Statistics,
Journal of International Economics, and numerous others.

Podla Buzalku by progresivny populizmus mal vyuzit rofnicky ideal ,nezit pre zisk sam osebe
ako v priemyselnom kapitalizme, ale zit dobre v sulade s okolim* zacielenim na identitu a
potreby postagrarneho voli¢a. Gazo upozorfiuje, ze spravodliva transformacia na Slovensku
ma podobu ,zhora zavadzanych politickych opatreni, ktoré mézu nerovnosti dokonca
prehlbovat®. Porhajas porovnava vyvoj uzemnych nerovnosti v Madarsku a na Slovensku.
Vyhodou Madarska je rovhomernejSie uzemné pokrytie Statu dodavatelov automobilového

priemyslu.

Hochel kon$tatuje, ze kym Eurdpska komisia nabada slovenské autority k znizovaniu
regionalnych disparit, v Plane obnovy ,nie je miesto pre regiony pri formulovani politik“. Pollak
reaguje na otazku efektivneho vyuzivania eurofondov slovami: ,prax vyzera niekedy dost
nedostojne. Pavlovov podmieneny reflex nuti obce striehnut na vyzvy a sutazit o uspech aj v
témach, ktoré ani tak velmi nepotrebuju, ale ¢o uz, ked teraz davaju peniaze prave na takéto
zamery.“ Navrhuje Upravu regulacie socialnej ekonomiky a detailne sa venuje financovaniu
komunitnych centier.

Palenik a Mihalova si vS§imaju, Ze regionalne rozdiely v nezamestnanosti sa napriek narodnym
a uniovym politikdm zvaésuju a navrhuju, aby politiky zamestnanosti a sudrznosti lepSie
odrazali regionalne rozdiely a Specifika. PotanCokova a Marois potvrdili existenciu velkych
rezerv ludského kapitalu, ktorou je mozné stabilizovat index zatazenia pracovnej sily napriek
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prognozovanému starnutiu populacie. To si v8ak vyZaduje zasadnu intervenciu verejnych
politik cielenych na Styri skupiny: mladé Zeny (predovsetkym matky), starSich muzZov a Zeny,
nizko vzdelanych muzov a Zeny a marginalizované skupiny. MarcinCin vysvetluje rozdielnu
korelaciu medzi prijmami a plodnostou na urovni §tatu a na urovni regiénov.
